Expect empty champagne bottles stacked up outside Nick Pandolfi’s studio 
as Town 102, the only local radio station for Ipswich celebrates record 
audience figures! 
 
The latest industry-standard survey shows Town 102 is enjoyed by 80,000 
adults every quarter – the highest figure since the station went on air in 
2006. 
 
Time spent listening to Town 102 is also on the rise. The average listener 
tunes in for around 8.2 hours per week, up from 7.9 in the previous quarter. 
 
The successes come as commercial rival Heart close their Ipswich studios, 
transferring programmes to Norwich and London. 
 
Meanwhile, Town 102 has invested in a line up which now includes popular 
presenter Nick Pandolfi on the breakfast show and Paul Morris in the 
afternoon.
